GLAUCOMA
DETECTION

Today in Missouri, 46,000 individuals are
afflicted with glaucoma, the leading cause of
blindness, yet only half are aware they have
it. The Foundation’s Glaucoma Detection
Program was established to help locate
Missourians who unknowingly have this
debilitating vision condition that slowly and
often noticeably causes a loss of side vision.

Our trained technicians travel throughout
the state to provide quick and noninvasive
screenings at community events and health
fairs. Individuals who show elevated eye
pressure - an early indicator of glaucoma - are
urged to visit their eye care professional for
further examination.



AMBLYOPIA
DETECTION

Amblyopia, also known as “lazy eye,” can lead
to monocular blindness if not detected early
in a child’s life. The Foundation provides free
screens at day care centers, preschools and
community events for children between
six months and six years of age to detect
symptoms of amblyopia.

The screenings are conducted by technicians
who either photograph or scan a child’s eyes.
Results of the screen are reviewed, and if an
abnormality is detected, the Foundation
will notify parents and encourage them
to schedule an appointment with an eye
care specialist for further diagnosis and/or
treatment.



EYEGLASS
RECYCLING

For 500 million people in developing
countries, something as simple as used
eyeglasses can make a significant difference
in their lives and their communities.

The Foundation collects used eyeglasses
from individuals and organizations state-
wide and donates these much-needed
glasses to various philanthropic groups for
free distribution to the needy in Third World
countries. Since 1960, we have sent more
than 500,000 pairs of eyeglasses worldwide,
from Africa to the Amazon.
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EYECARE
ASSISTANCE

Our Eye Care Assistance Program pays for
diagnostic testing, treatment and noninvasive
eye procedures for uninsured Missourians
who are unable to pay for their eye care.

For those individuals who meet the eligibility
criteria and are accepted into the program,
the Foundation makes arrangements with
ophthalmology and optometry facilities
throughout the state to pay a reduced fee for
treatment, helping to save their sight.

Heartland Lions Eye Banks makes receiving
the“gift of sight”possible by providing corneal
tissue, donated by generous individuals,
for transplants worldwide. As one of the
largest eye banks in the nation, our system
is comprised of seven branches throughout
Missouri, Kansas and lllinois.

Through the Eye Bank, the Foundation
provides tissue to medical researchers across
the U.S. for use in ground-breaking and sight-
saving ocular research. The Eye Bank also
serves as a sub-station of the National Disease
Research Interchange, an organization that
helps to match medical researchers with
available research tissue.
